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Introduction

The following Release Notes illustrate the complete understanding of the content of the delivery of the updated Regional Business Application (RBA) software.  The Release Notes detail the enhancements and corrections to the RBA system.  

Purpose

The purpose for this RBA release is to implement ECP-299: Tracking Transfer of Regional Orders and Funding.
updates included in ITSS

This section provides details on updates implemented in ITSS.

Implementation of ECP-299 Tracking Transfer of Regional Orders and Funding
Select GSA Regions need to transfer Assisted Services orders and funding documents processed/assigned to other regions for processing.  This update will provide an avenue to view the history of the order and funding applied to the order from the orders inception. This change will support any audits that may be performed against orders of this type in the future.

Two fields, Originating Order ID and Originating Act Number were added to the COI as optional fields.  There are no validations associated with these fields. Edits to these fields are not allowed through the ITSS application as long as the order is in any of the following statuses:

· GSA Evaluating

· Draft

· Client Placed Order

These new fields were also added to the COI document in the Cancelled and Completed databases, so once these documents are moved over to either, the new fields can be accessible. 

The steps listed below were used to ensure that orders/funding were transferred successfully into the new region.

1. Closed out the Order in the current region 

a. Reduced the Cost to Client and Cost to GSA down to the Billed and Invoiced amounts, respectively, through an order modification.  This returned the unused funding to the Funding Document(s).

2. Removed Funding from the Funding Document(s)

a. Created an Amendment/Adjustment on the Funding Document(s) to remove the funding not already used on the order

3. Created a new Funding Document(s) in the receiving region

a. Created a new Funding Document(s) in ITSS in the destination region

b. The value(s) should have been for the amount that was removed from the other region’s Funding Document(s). (Step 2)

c. The Funding Document(s) had a unique Funding Document Number (e.g., the addition of R4 as a suffix if being moved to Region 4) or some other unique identifier

4. Created a new Order

a. Created a new Order for the amount that was removed from the other region’s order (Step 1)

b. Utilized the Funding Document(s) created in Step 3 to fully fund the order

5. Proceeded with the new Order to continue operations in the new region.

This process has been created to expedite the transition of the orders from one region to the other for tracking purposes.

updates included in ITOMS

This section provides details on updates implemented in ITOMS.

Implementation of ECP-299 Tracking Transfer of Regional Orders and Funding
Two fields, Originating Order ID and Originating Act Number, have been added to the Order Module, FM Tab, to display the Originating Order ID and Act Number ID.  No edits are allowed to these fields in ITOMS.

updates included in CODB
This section provides details on updates implemented in the CODB.

Implementation of ECP-299 Tracking Transfers of Regional Orders and Funding
Two fields, ORIGINAL_FRONT_END_ORDER_ID and ORIGINAL_ACT_NUM_ID have been added to the ORDER_STATIC_DATA table with the same characteristics as the FRONT_END_ORDER_ID and ACT_NUM_ID fields.  There are no validations based on these fields.
