2.0 Task Requirements

2.1 Purpose 
Maintenance Release - The main purpose for this release is to improve quality and performance in the Assisted Services Shared Information SysTem (ASSIST), the National Business Application (NBA) Tracking and Ordering System (TOS) and Online Management Information System (OMIS), the Regional Business Application (RBA) Information Technology Solutions Shop (ITSS) and Integrated Task Order Management System (ITOMS) through change requests described in this document.
3.0 Change Requests for ASSIST
3.1 CHG90519 – CIS – Fix for ITOMS Error: No Invoice Information Available in ITOMS
Previously, if a GSA user attempts to access the Invoice Summary page in ITOMS, they receive the error ‘No invoice information is available for this Order.’ even though there are invoices processed against the order.
3.1.1 User Impact

3.1.2 Impact to Workflow

3.1.3 Change Description
When a GSA user clicks the ‘Invoices’ link from the ITOMS landing page, the user will be redirected to the Invoice Summary page.
3.2 CHG90765 – CIS – Correct System to not allow an authorization of payment for more than the available balance
Prior to the release of the Central Invoice Service (CIS), FM Lite performed the account and amount validations for TOS / OMIS.  
3.2.1 User Impact

3.2.2 Impact to Workflow

The invoicing workflow is stopped until the over allocation of funds has been corrected.

3.2.3 Change Description

CIS will perform the account validations before the accepted invoice data is transmitted to the FSC to prevent over allocation of funds.
3.3 CHG80094 – Send Contractor Approval Email to Grantee rather than Grantor
Previously, when a Contractor Company Point of Contact (POC) approves a contractor account, the Contractor Company POC receives an email notification informing them that the account was approved.
3.3.1 User Impact

3.3.2 Impact to Workflow
No impact to workflow.
3.3.3 Change Description
This change sends the Contractor Approval email notification to the contractor who has just been approved.  The Contractor Company POC will no longer receive the email notification.
3.4 CHG87849 – Correct Email Notifications for ITOMS access requests and approvals
Previously, the Home Region POC only received the email notification when a GSA user from their home region requested additional ITOMS access for a different region.

This change enhances ASSIST by sending a courtesy email notification to the Home Region POC when a user requests new or additional ITOMS access for that region.  The system will send the following email:

3.5 CHG89425 – CIS – Fix for Vendors Unable to Create New Invoice when Mod Recently Awarded
Previously, the ‘Create New Invoice’ button was unavailable to Contractors to create a new invoice when an Order MOD has recently been created.

Contractor users are prevented from creating new invoices.
3.5.3 Change Description

This change enhances CIS by allowing contractors to create a new invoice by displaying the ‘Create New Invoice’ button on a recently awarded mod.
