2.1 Purpose 
The purpose of this release is to address a set of GWAC Management Module (GWAC MM) enhancements approved by the Change Approval Board (CAB).
3.0 CHG84161 – Add Notice above ‘Estimated CAF Balance’ on CAF Payment Data Form

3.3 Change Description

This enhancement updates the static text that appears on the CAF Payment Data form. 
The static text alerts users that the Estimated Outstanding CAF Payment amount is based on the invoice data that the Contractor has reported in the GWAC MM.  The text reads:

“NOTICE:  The Estimated Outstanding CAF Payment amount is based upon the invoice data your company has reported in the system.  If you are missing invoice data, the Estimated Outstanding CAF Payment amount will be incorrect.  All Invoice Data must be verified / validated.”
The red circled area in Figure 1 displays the new static text on the CAF Payment Data form.

4.3 Change Description

This enhancement updates the functionality of the Total Estimated Value field on the Order Data form and on the Edit Order Mod Data form, as follows:
· On the Order Data form, if the Total Estimated Value is less than the Total Obligated/ Funded Amount, then the system will present a validation message when the user submits the Order Data form requiring the Total Estimated Value be equal to or greater than the Total Obligated/Funded Amount.  See Figure 2. 
· On the Edit Order Mod Data form, the Total Estimated Value is displayed as read-only text on the form.

· On the Edit Order Mod Data form, if the user enters a value in the Mod Obligated/Funded Amount field that increases the Total Obligated/Funded Amount to a value greater than the existing value for the Total Estimated Value, the Total Estimated Value will be automatically increased to match the new Total Obligated/Funded Amount.  See red circled area in Figure 3.
· If a Delivery/Task Order Modification is awarded in IT-Solutions Shop (ITSS) on a contract that is supported in the GWAC MM and the new value of the Total Obligated/Funded Amount is greater than the existing Total Estimated Amount stored in the GWAC MM, then the Total Estimated Amount will be updated to match the new Total Obligated/Funded Amount. This is a backend function that cannot be illustrated in a screenshot.

The change to the functionality of the Total Estimated Value field will apply to the Order Data and Edit Order Mod Data forms for existing order data when/if a user chooses to edit it and new orders entered after the release of this enhancement.
