The purpose of this release is to improve quality and performance in Information Technology Solutions Shop (ITSS), Central Invoice Service (CIS), and Tracking and Ordering System (TOS) by implementing 11 maintenance improvements identified during the Program Management Office (PMO) prioritization sessions. This release also contains 6 infrastructure maintenance change requests.

The following 11 improvements are included in the release:
· CHG92008 – POA&M – Splunk vulnerabilities version upgrade
· CHG90254 – Correct rejected contractors from appearing multiple times on BOMSOW
· CHG91774 – Correct TOS to send correct amounts transmitted to FPDS
· CHG91849 – CIS – Correct system to properly calculate ‘Amount to Allocate’ field on Acceptance Reports
· CHG88300 – Correct order mod not updating with correct status
· CHG91990 – Remove duplicate/unused entities and name queries
· CHG92013 – Overdue biweekly and end of month emails – add contractor employees
· CHG92164 – POA&M – Oracle database multiple vulnerabilities
· CHG92165 – POA&M – Oracle TNS listener remote poisoning
· CHG92191 – Apply July’s quarterly patch to CODB database
· CHG92159 – Update KOINFO design to allow more fiscal years

This change impacts the entry of rejected contractors onto the Bill of Materials / Statement of Work (BOMSOW) for new orders and also provides a means for users to remove duplicated users from existing orders that have yet to be awarded.
[bookmark: _Toc427923591]Change Description
This change enhances ITSS by excluding rejected contractors from selection and placement onto the BOMSOW. Additionally, this change allows users to remove duplicated contractors from existing orders that have yet to be awarded by editing and saving the BOMSOW. 
Contractors with accounts that are rejected, are rejected at their company level association or are associated to companies that are rejected will be excluded entirely from searching and selection from within the search by name, search by company name and search by contract number picklist searches. All contractors associated to rejected companies and the rejected company itself will not be searchable or selectable. 
Production orders not yet awarded will also be updated to remove duplicated users; CHG92402 has been created to update the 10 production orders.

This change enhances ITSS by correcting the issue whereby when a user rejects an order modification in ‘Accepted’ status, the order status does not update to ‘Rejected’ as it should. When a user clicks the Reject button within an accepted order modification, the status of the order modification will now update to a ‘Rejected’ status.

This change impacts the entry of ‘Amount to Allocate’ values and the subsequent ‘Amount Left to Allocate’ calculations on Acceptance Reports so that they reflect user entries.
[bookmark: _Toc427923602]Change Description
This change enhances CIS by correcting the issue whereby when users enter ‘Amount to Allocate’ values on Acceptance Reports, the amounts are changing by one penny when a user clicks away from the amount field. Currently, users must enter an additional decimal value when trying to allocate entire invoice amounts.
This incorrect amount affects the ‘Amount Left to Allocate’ calculations, leaving a $0.01 balance in this field when users are attempting to fully accept entire invoice amounts. Amounts entered by users will not change unless otherwise changed explicitly by the user, thereby fixing the ‘Amount to Allocate’ values.

‘Amount to Allocate’ values will not change after a user enters them; they will remain as the user entered unless changed again by the user. ‘Amount Left to Allocate’ values will properly calculate with the proper display of the unchanged user entries.

This change impacts the amounts transmitted to the Federal Procurement Data System Next Generation (FPDS-NG) external interface when an order modification is awarded within TOS.
[bookmark: _Toc427923608]Change Description
This change enhances TOS by correcting the issue whereby incorrect amounts are being transmitted to FPDS-NG when order modifications are awarded. Currently, ‘Base and Exercised’ and ‘Base and All Options’ amounts are transmitted entire order amounts for these values every time any modification is awarded instead of transmitting the differences between the amounts for the specific modification awarded and the sum total of all previously awarded modifications.
This change will correct the amounts transmitted to FPDS-NG to reflect the differences in amounts that are inherent with modification configurations. 


Figure 3 below illustrates the expected transmitted values for an administrative only modification where the base modification has been previously awarded; the order contains multiple option periods. 
The administrative modification award is $0 and no option period has been exercised. The FPDS-NG transmitted values are all $0 in this case since no changes to any amounts were made during this administrative modification. 
FPDS-NG sum totals from the previously awarded modifications will not change as expected.

Figure 4 below illustrates the expected transmitted values for an amount change modification where the base modification has been previously awarded; the order contains multiple option periods. The modification exercises an option period, but no amounts within any period have been changed.
The modification award is $500K; Action Obligated is noted as such. 
An option period has been exercised; the option period amount is $1M (option period 1). The Base and Exercised transmitted value is $1M in this case since exercising the new option period activates the amount for that period. 
The Base and All Options transmitted value is $0 in this case since no changes to any period amounts (and therefore no changes to the total) were made.
FPDS-NG sum totals from the previously awarded modifications will increase for the Action Obligated and Base and Exercised values while the Base and All Options value is unchanged.

Figure 5 below illustrates the expected transmitted values for an amount change modification where the base modification has been previously awarded; the order contains multiple option periods. The modification exercises an option period; amounts within a future period have been reduced.
The modification award is $500K; Action Obligated is noted as such. 
An option period has been exercised; the option period amount is $1M (option period 1). The Base and Exercised transmitted value is $1M in this case since exercising the new option period activates the amount for that period. 
The Base and All Options transmitted value is -$500K in this case since a future period amount was reduced (option period 4 amount reduced).
FPDS-NG sum totals from the previously awarded modifications will increase for the Action Obligated and Base and Exercised values while the Base and All Options value is reduced.
