2.0 Task Requirements

2.1 Purpose 
Maintenance Release - The main purpose for this release is to improve quality and performance and deliver enhanced functionality in the FEDSIM Business Applications: Assisted Services Shared Information SysTem (ASSIST), Tracking and Ordering System (TOS), Online Management Information System (OMIS), GovernmentWide Acquisition Contracts Management Module (GWAC MM), IT Solutions Shop (ITSS) and Integrated Task Order Management System (ITOMS) through the following Change Requests as described in this document

3.0 Items included in Feb 07 Release
3.1 ASSIST: CHG82042 - Allow workflow to continue for in-flight associated orders in ITSS.  
3.1.1 User Impact

GSA Users only
3.1.2 Impact to Workflow

No changes to existing workflow, but does correct a bug that could stop the workflow if not resolved.
3.1.3 Change Description

In the Acquisition Planning Module (APM) Phase 2 project there was a requirement specifying that all associated orders will reference the acquisition plan of the parent order.  The problem with this is that none of the current orders have an acquisition plan, and once awarded, users can not associate and/or defer the acquisition plan.  This creates a workflow stoppage because the user will not be able to get past the new APM BOMSOW validation logic that checks for either a deferred or an associated acquisition plan.
ASSIST will now automatically generate a "Deferred" record for the parent order when an associated order accesses the ASSIST Acquisition Plan page. The defer reason will be "Other: Base Order awarded pre-APM”.
3.1.4 Interface Impact

No Interface Impact.
3.2 ASSIST: CHG82367 - Correct ASSIST application to allow access by users with hyphens in their names.  
3.2.1 User Impact

User with hyphens in their name

3.2.2 Impact to Workflow

No impact on workflow.

3.2.3 Change Description

Users with hyphens in their names could not access the ASSIST application. When they clicked a link that l took them to ASSIST (Central ECF Service in NBA or ECF link in Order Package in RBA) they were redirected to the home page or login page.  Now users will be able to access the ASSIST applications.
3.2.4 Interface Impact

No Interface Impact.
3.3 TOS: CHG80794 - Correct Total Billings report to include missing line items based on the Adv_bill field
3.3.1 User Impact

TOS users with access to the Total Billings Report from the portal

3.3.2 Impact to Workflow

No impact on workflow.

3.3.3 Change Description

The Total Billings report can be accessed from both OMIS and the portal.  The two reports were not showing the same data.  The OMIS report results were correct, but the Portal Report was missing line items.  The portal report has been updated to contain the missing line items.

3.4 TOS: CHG81719 – Update Code to allow future activation of Region 7.  
3.4.1 User Impact

This is invisible to users.

3.4.2 Impact to Workflow

3.4.3 Change Description

Currently, there is no ability to select region 7 in TOS; however, it has been requested to allow this in the future. . This update is to facilitate the activation of Region 7 when it is requested.
3.4.4 Interface Impact

3.5 TOS: CHG80670 – Update SAM URL in Industry Partner tab in TOS.  
3.5.1 User Impact

Contractors and GSA accessing the Industry Partner Tab
3.5.2 Impact to Workflow

No impact on workflow.

3.5.3 Change Description

The link was pointing to the old CCR website that is no longer active, and will now point to the System for Award Management (SAM) website
3.5.4 Interface Impact

No impact to interfaces.
3.6 OMIS Reports: CHG80507 – Restrict access to National Business Application (NBA) Timekeeper reports to proper FEDSIM users.  
3.6.1 User Impact

No impact to users that should see the reports.  This will only impact the users that should not be accessing the reports.  

3.6.2 Impact to Workflow

No impact on workflow.

3.6.3 Change Description

Previously, the system allowed any user that is currently logged into the AASBS portal access to the NBA Timekeepers reports and users that were not able to access them through the UI could still run them through stored bookmarks. Now only the proper FEDSIM users will have access to the timekeepers reports. The different timekeepers reports links do not show up for any other FEDSIM users - only the ones who have proper rights.
3.6.4 Interface Impact

No impact to interfaces.
3.7 ITSS: CHG82386 - Correct URL to take users to the GSA rep Pick list and not the login page.  
3.7.1 User Impact

ITSS – Clients and GSA registering clients

3.7.2 Impact to Workflow

No impact on workflow.

3.7.3 Change Description

On the client registration form for ITSS, under section 'organization and client data' there is an optional field to enter a CSR / 'GSA Rep'. The field has a look up button 'pick from list' that was previously taking users to the ITSS logon page but is now taking them to the GSA Rep List.

3.7.4 Interface Impact

No changes to the any interfaces.
3.8 GWAC: CHG81462 - Correct Purchase Data upload feature to properly upload data.  
3.8.1 User Impact

Contractors and GSA performing uploads on behalf of contractors

3.8.2 Impact to Workflow

No impact on workflow.

3.8.3 Change Description

If a user was updating submitted purchase data and the update included deleting existing entries and uploading new entries using the line item numbers that were just deleted, then the GWAC MM was repopulating the deleted data.  Now, the upload can contain the line item numbers that were just deleted and the GWAC MM will show the correct data
3.8.4 Interface Impact

No change to the GWAC upload interface, the change was only to how the file is processed.
3.9 Data Changes.  
The following are changes being made to update the attributes for some of the attachments that were improperly defined during the attachment migration for ECF.  There are no changes to the workflow or interfaces.  The impact to users is simplifying access to documents in ECF.

3.9.1 NBA: CHG82583 - Correct ECF Category Mapping for migrated TOS Supporting Documentation, Comments and Reviewer Notes attachments
This will update the ECF Tab/DCN mapping for supporting documents.
3.9.2 NBA: CHG82583 - Correct mappings for categorizing Close-Out Modification attachments
This will update the ECF Tab/DCN mappings for close out modification attachments.

3.9.3 NBA: CHG82584 - Corrections to RBA Attach Web for handling Tab 8 Mod Num values
This will update the incorrect Mod Numbers in Tab 8.
3.9.4 NBA: CHG82588 - Need to correct the ecf_file_id and ecf_category_id values for all migrated Termination Documents attachments on Mods
This will update the ECF Tab/DCN mappings for Termination documents.
