2.0 Task Requirements

2.1 Purpose 
One Acquisition Solution for Integrated Services (OASIS) is a new indefinite delivery, indefinite quantity (IDIQ), multiple award contract (MAC) scheduled to be awarded by the GSA. The OASIS team will leverage the functionality in the existing GWAC Management Module (GMM) in order to track OASIS task orders, contractor invoices and contract access fee payments, but will modify the GMM with OASIS-specific branding and some additional functionality enhancements.  The modified look and feel will be known as the OASIS Management Module (OMM).  The GMM will continue to look, feel and function unchanged.
The purpose of this release is to set up the OASIS Management Module URL and landing page within the AASBS ASSIST Portal as a starting point for the OMM functionality which will be made available in future incremental releases.

3.2 Impact to Workflow

The new OASIS URL that redirects to the ASSIST Portal represents a new starting point to access the AASBS applications.
Existing access to the GMM via https://portal.fas.gsa.gov is not changed.  There is no impact to existing GMM or Regional Business Application (RBA) users.  All users that have GWAC access will have visibility of the OASIS tab and landing page. 
3.3 Change Description

This change is to create a new OASIS URL: www.omm.gsa.gov.  When a user enters this URL into a browser, it will redirect them to the ASSIST Portal https://portal.fas.gsa.gov.  
Note: The automatic redirection feature may be activated post-release.

The changes are illustrated by the red-circle areas in Figure 1 and Figure 2.

· For GSA users who use GSA computers/GSA network: Upon entering the OASIS URL in any browser address field, the system redirects to the ASSIST Portal and automatically logs in the user via OpenSSO.  If the user has access to the GMM, upon successful login, the system presents the OASIS Management Module landing page.

· For Contractor users, Client users and GSA users who are not using GSA computers/GSA network: Upon entering the OASIS URL in any browser address field, the system redirects to the ASSIST Portal and the user must enter their username and password.  If the user has access to the GMM, once the login authentication process completes, the system presents the OASIS Management Module landing page.

4.2 Impact to Workflow

The new OASIS landing page and corresponding OASIS tab at the top of the ASSIST blue menu-bar provide access to the OMM.  
These two new features are visible to all users that have access to the GMM. 

The existing GWAC tab and GWAC landing page are not changed.  There is no impact to existing GMM users besides visibility to the OASIS tab option.
4.3 Change Description

This change is to create a new OASIS tab and a new OASIS Management Module landing page in the ASSIST Portal.  It may be viewed and accessed by any user that has access to the existing GMM.

With this release, there is no further functionality available from the OASIS landing page. The only menu option on the page is for the OMM Welcome page itself.  Future releases will open new menu options to new functionality.  The changes are illustrated in Figure 3 and Figure 4.

5.2 Impact to Workflow

Once the OASIS contracts are ‘turned on’ in IT-Solutions Shop for transmission to the OMM, task orders awarded in ITSS on an OASIS contract will be automatically inserted into the OMM. 
There is no change to the transmission of ITSS task orders awarded on GWACs or Connections contracts.
5.3 Change Description

This enhancement updates a backend process called the Assisted Services Trigger. The basic function of the Assisted Services Trigger is to push task order data from ITSS to the GMM/OMM upon award of any task order on a contract that is tracked (‘turned on’) in one of these modules. 

With this change, the trigger is modified so that when ITSS task orders are awarded on OASIS contracts, the ITSS Project Description field will not be included in the task order data transmitted to the OMM.  The reason that the ITSS Project Description field is not transmitted to the OMM is that the user will be required to select specific options in the OMM to describe their order.
There is no change to the current functionality between ITSS and the GMM for GWAC task orders.

This change will take effect only after OASIS contracts are ‘turned on’ in the OMM. The change is high-lighted by the red-circles in Figure 5.
