Introduction

The following Release Notes describe content to be delivered through corrections to the Regional Business Application (RBA) software. 
Purpose

The main purpose for this release is to update functionality to the RBA in a concentrated effort to improve quality and performance. This will be accomplished through the following Change Requests: 

ITSS:

· CHG31937: Make “Request Quote” button unavailable when order mod is rejected
· CHG36436: Allow for single quote characters (‘) in any searchable field
· CHG37314: Trim Leading Spaces on the DUNS Number
· CHG40127: Fix logic to allow Contractor Alternates to view RFQS
· CHG41520: Eliminate dollar rounding on Order Package View
· CHG41754: Allow company names to include ampersand (&) symbol

· CHG43328: Replace “¿” character in Purchase Order 30 Documents
· CHG43805: Send RFQ email on Mod to Contractor Alternates Specified on COI
· CHG44503: Prevent removed contractors from viewing RFQ action items
2 updates included in ITSS 
This section provides details on updates implemented in IT Solutions Shop (ITSS). 
2.1 CHG31937: Make “Request Quote” button unavailable when order mod is rejected
Previously, when a user tried to reject an Order Mod the “Request Quote” button was still visible even after the mod was rejected. 
This change request makes the “Request Quote” button unavailable after the user rejects the Order Mod.

2.2 CHG36436:  Allow for single quote characters (‘) in any searchable field
This change request is in response to the issue that occurred when a user tried to search for a single quote (‘) character in any search form. This action caused a general error page to be displayed to the user.
Users will now be able to search for single quote characters without incident.
2.3 CHG37314: Trim Leading Spaces on the DUNS Number

During COI modification, DUNS Number validation has been adjusted to not consider “white spaces” as characters when considering whether a DUNS Number is 9 or 13 characters long. In effect, all leading and trailing white spaces that are entered in the COI’s DUNS number field are “trimmed” prior to validation. 
2.4 CHG40127: Fix logic to allow Contractor Alternates to view RFQS

Changes were made in order to address an issue where Contractor Alternates did not have the same access rights and privileges as the Primary Contractor. The Contractor Alternate received a general error message if they tried to view RFQs and could not submit quotes on open RFQs.

This change request corrects this issue and gives Contractor Alternates the same ability to view RFQ documents and submit quotes as Primary Contractors.
2.5 CHG41520: Eliminate dollar rounding on Order Package View
An issue was identified related to the acceptance information document that caused rounding of invoice dollar amounts to occur on the Order Package View. 

Changes were made to ensure that invoice dollars that are entered during the submission of invoice acceptance documents are not rounded on the Order Package View.

2.6 CHG41754: Allow company names to include ampersand (&) symbol

This change request allows contractor companies with an ampersand (&) symbol in their names to pass CCR validation upon submission of the following documents within ITSS:

· Client Ordering Information (COI)

· All Purchase Orders (Forms 30, 300, 1449, 1155)

· Vendor Person Registration

· Vendor Company Registration

· Contract
Previously, the system did not process ampersand symbols correctly and returned a “company mismatch” message during CCR validation as depicted in Figure 2.

2.7 CHG43328: Replace “¿” character in Purchase Order 30 Documents 

This change request was created in order to address the issue of “¿” characters being displayed in the “Description of Amendment” field on purchase order 30 documents. The root cause of this issue was that the system would interpret specific user-defined special characters as “¿”s and store these during submission of Purchase Order 30 documents. The system would then display this incorrect data when the user accessed the purchase order document.

In response to this issue, an update was made to convert all “¿”s in the “Description to Amendment” field to single quote (‘) characters. This change impacts both new and existing purchase order 30 documents.

2.8 CHG43805: Send RFQ email on Mod to Contractor Alternates Specified on COI
This change request addresses the issue that caused non-base mod RFQ submission emails to be incorrectly sent to Contractor Alternates based on the Primary Contractor’s registration information.

With this release, the system will now correctly send non-base mod RFQ submission emails to Contractor Alternates according to information on the COI.
2.9 CHG44503: Prevent Removed Contractors from Viewing RFQ Action Items

An issue was identified that allowed contractors who were removed from an RFQ pick list to view action items for newly created RFQs on the same task order. Even though the RFQ and order itself were inaccessible by these contractors, the contractor should not have had the ability to view action items on RFQs for which they were not chosen.

 This change request addresses this issue by only allowing contractors on a specific RFQ pick list to view action items related to that RFQ.
