Introduction

The following Release Notes illustrate the complete understanding of the content of the delivery of the updated Regional Business Application (RBA) software. The Release Notes detail the enhancements and updates to the RBA system. 
Purpose

The main purpose for this release is to update the RBA in a concentrated effort to introduce DoD IG Audit capabilities which will be accomplished through the following Change Requests: 
ITSS / ITOMS:

· CHG31861 - RBA Changes to Support DOD/GSA IG Audit
· CHG31746 - E-Mail Notification to FSC when Expired Funds are Certified
· CHG33867 - Subject to Availability of Funds Flag
· CHG34781 - Go to Legacy Icon addition for Contractor / Vendor Role
2 updates included in ITSS
This section provides details on updates implemented in ITSS.

2.1 CHG31861 RBA Changes to Support DoD/GSA IG Audit – 9 Changes in total
2.1.1 Three (3) new changes have been made to the BOMSOW to accommodate Audit requirements. 
1. New NAICS Code Field addition
A new mandatory field has been added to the BOMSOW directly below the Project Descriptor field which will prompt GSA users to enter in a numeric 4-6 character NAICS/SIC Code. Existing orders will have a null value in the NAICS Code field but will become mandatory upon modifying the BOMSOW
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Figure 1: Updated Mandatory NAICS Code on BOMSOW
The new NAICS Codes field will be mandatory and editable until the Purchase Order is awarded. Once the PO is awarded the field will be as display only. 

2. Performance Work Statement or Statement of Objectives field modification
Previously, the Performance Work Statement or Statement of Objective field was a check box selection where users were able to check the box indicating that the record pertained to Performance Work Statement or Statement of Objectives. The Performance Work Statement or Statement of Objective field was not a mandatory field as denoted by the lack of a gold bullet [image: image3.png]

With the release of the DoD enhancements the Performance Work Statement or Statement of Objective field has now been changed to a radio button set which offers a Yes / No selection.

Additionally, as denoted by the gold bullet the Performance Work Statement or Statement of Objective field has been made mandatory. Users will receive the following error if this field is left blank upon Save or Submit

3. Mandatory Requirement for Existing Negotiated Award Date 
Prior to the release of the DoD IG Audit enhancements, the Negotiated Award Date on the BOMSOW was an optional field.

The Negotiated Award Date has been modified to mandate an entry before the users can save or submit the BOMSOW. This mandatory field has been identified by the standard gold bullet.

If users elect not to populate the Negotiated Award Date field or enter in an incorrect value a system error will be displayed indicating the requirement to populate the field.

2.1.2 Six (6) new changes were made to the Directed Buy and Market Analysis forms to accommodate audit requirements.
1. Mandatory Requirement for Existing Total Project Value field
Previously, users were able to save or submit the Direct Buy, Market Analysis, and Mod Forms without providing a Total Project Value. As displayed on the screen shot below the standard gold bullet is not visible indicating an optional field.

A mandatory field entry has been applied against the Total Project Value fields on Directed Buy, Market Analysis and/or Mod forms that requires population of that field before a save or submit can been invoked.

The Total Project Value fields on Directed Buy, Market Analysis and/or Mod forms validation will ensure that the Total Project Value will be equal to or greater than the “Total Cost to GSA field.”

2. New Contract Type Field 

A new mandatory field titled Contract Type has been added to the Directed Buy and Market Analysis forms. 
The available list for user selection is provided below:

A new drop down selection will be available to users

On the Market Analysis Form users will need to select the Contract and “Submit” the Form before being able to select the Contract Number and view the new Contract Type field.

If the Contract Type Field is not selected on Directed Buy or Market Analysis upon save or submit of each form, an error message will display prompting the user to select a contract type.

For future Mods that are created if the Order Mod Number is greater than 00 then the Contract Type field will contain the value from the most recent modification. 
3. New Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted Field 

A new mandatory radio button set titled Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted has been added to the Directed Buy and Market Analysis forms. This field will locate above the dollars subform.

For preexisting ‘awarded’ Purchase Orders this Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted field will not be displayed. 

4. New Number of Bids Field 

A new field titled “Number of Bids” has been added to the Directed Buy and Market Analysis forms. This field is located below the new Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted field and will be available for updating and will be mandatory when the user selects a “Yes” on the Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted field

When the Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted Field is populated with a “No”, the Number of Bids field is hidden from view and is no longer mandatory.

For preexisting ‘awarded’ Purchase Orders this Number of Bids field will not be displayed. 

5. New Fair Opportunity Exception Field 
A new field titled “Fair Opportunity Exception Field” has been added to the Directed Buy and Market Analysis forms. 

This field is located below the new Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted field and is hidden from view until the user selects a “No” on the Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted Radio Button. As noted by the gold bullets on the screenshot below – Once a “No” is selected from the Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted field, the Fair Opportunity Exception field also becomes mandatory

Upon selection of a “No” on the Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted field the users will be prompted to select the appropriate entry from a pre-determined drop down list

If a “No” is selected on the Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted field and the users do not enter in an Exception selection, the system will generate an error message upon attempt to Save the Directed Buy or Market analysis Forms.

When the users select a “Yes” on the Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted Field – this new field will be hidden from view.

For preexisting ‘awarded’ Purchase Orders this Fair Opportunity Exception field will not be displayed. 

6. New Exception Justification Field 
Additional to the Fair Opportunity Exception field an “Exception Justification Field” has been added to the Directed Buy and Market Analysis forms. This new field is located below the Fair Opportunity Exception field on each form. 
Upon selection of “No” on the Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted Radio Button, the Exception Justification field becomes visible and mandatory.

If the user select “No” on The Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted Radio Button and does not populate the Exception Justification field a system error will display.

If the user selects a “Yes” on the Fair Opportunity Properly Conducted Radio Button Selection the Exception Justification Field is hidden from view and is no longer mandatory.

For preexisting ‘awarded’ Purchase Orders this field will not be displayed. 

2.2 CHG33867 Subject to Availability Funds Flag
A new optional checkbox field has been added to the Fund Citation Documents in ITSS titled “Subject To Availability of Funds. The new field is located directly below the Citation Expiration Date.

When users select the checkbox for Subject To Availability of Funds and save/submit the Citation Document a pop up validation screen will appear prompting the user for the option to continue.

If the users un-checks the Subject to Availability of Funds field on a saved citation and resaves the document, a pop up validation box will appear prompting the users to respond to the provided selections.

The Subject to Availability of Funds field will also be displayed (view only) on the Funding Document Citation Detail area of the summary under the LOA Type of Funds field in the funding document citation details area of WebITOMS

2.3 CHG31746 Email Notification to FSC when Expired Funds are Certified
A new email notification will be sent to the FSC Management when expired funds are obligated in the Assign Funds screen in ITOMS

The title of the email that will be sent to FSC Management will contain the details below in the subject line:
“Certification using expired funds, A2460442C”
This email notification has been added to include specific information about the application of expired funds which includes the Act Number, the OCO Name, OCO email, OCO phone number, and award date. The body of the email is referenced as follows:

2.4 CHG34781 Go to Legacy Link addition for Contractor / Client Roles
Previously, contractors and clients did not have the ability to access the Legacy system in ITSS.
Now, a quick link icon has been added to allow Legacy access from the user homepage for contractors and clients.
