Subject: Discount Terms for Federal Supply Schedule Orders in the RBA

The following information addresses recent questions on the nature and conditions surrounding the implementation of a systems change in RBA to the Discount Terms for schedule orders.

Background: GSA IG REPORT NUMBER A090026   (REVIEW OF MULTIPLE AWARD SCHEDULE 
VENDORS’ INVOICING PRACTICES RELATIVE TO PROMPT-PAYMENT DISCOUNTS) was issued in March 15, 2010 citing among other things…” GSA contracting officials….do not always include PPD terms on Orders for Supplies and Services (GSA Forms 300) as required by the GSA acquisition manual.

In order to remediate a finding on the RBA, the following system change was put in place.


[bookmark: _GoBack]System Change Description: For orders placed against federal supply schedules, RBA pre-populates the discount term provided by FSS-19 (the official data source for schedule discount terms) on the award document. This value on the award document is editable by the Contracting Officer prior to signature. The discount term on the award document is also promulgated onto the acceptance information document as non editable. If the discount term on an order requires adjustment after initial award; a form 300 mod will need to be issued.
