· CHG87911 – Correct CPRM Order Search and Delegations Search
· CHG88025 – Correct the Last Updated By field on the Order Data page to correctly update
· CHG88126 – Correct CPRM sub-menu options to display for users with Auditor access

This change enhances the CPRM by adding access to the Upload Package functionality to the CPRM menu.  Users can access the Upload Package functionality by hovering over the Invoice Data menu option and selecting ‘Upload Multiple Invoices (Upload Package), as shown in Figure 1.

This change enhances all editable forms in the CPRM by adding textual help on each editable field.  The help content is visible to the right of the data entry field, as illustrated in Figure 3, when the user hovers the mouse pointer over the data entry field.

The Active field is designed to display ‘Yes’ on a CPRM task order when the current date is earlier than the order’s overall Period of Performance (POP) end date.  The order’s overall POP end date is defined as the order’s latest order modification (mod) POP end date.  

Previously, the system did not display the correct Active field setting under two conditions:
1. When an order’s latest mod’s start date was in the future and the Order Data form had been edited and submitted.  If these two conditions were met, the system would display the Active field as ’No’, when it should be ‘Yes’ for that task order.
2. When an order modification was awarded in ITSS with the POP end date extended to the future, but where the corresponding CPRM order Active field existing setting was ‘No’.  If these two conditions were met, then the newly awarded mod would push over to CPRM, but the Active field would not update to ‘Yes’.  

This change corrected these two conditions so that the Active field would correctly reflect ‘Yes’ or ‘No’ in accordance with the logic identified above.  The screenshot in Figure 5 identifies the Active field that is affected by this change.

[bookmark: _Toc396892769]Change Description
The change addresses a data issue that caused a general error on the CPRM Order Search and Delegation Search pages.  

The issue would occur under the following conditions: if an OCO had one or more orders or delegations in the CPRM when they worked for a particular organization and if the OCO user then later removed that organization from their registration profile (for example, the user changed jobs).  If these two conditions occurred, then when other users would search for those particular order(s) or delegation(s) associated to the user, the search page would display a general error message. If it happened that the particular orders existed in a user’s default dataset on the Search pages, then the general error message rendered the page unusable and the user was unable to search for unrelated orders or delegations.  

This change enables the Order Search and Delegation Search pages to continue to function even if an OCO alters their registration profile data by removing an organization to which they had been associated when they awarded task orders which are reported in CPRM.   

This change only corrects the functionality on the Order Search and Delegation Search pages.  If a user does select to view the order data details for one of these affected orders, then the order data form will display a general error message for that particular order only.  A future change in FY15 will correct this behavior.

This change is related to the Active field.  Previously, if the user submitted the CPRM Order Mod form and if this submission updated the Active field, then the ‘Last Updated Date/Timestamp’ on the Order Data form would be updated to display the date/time associated to the form submission, but the ‘Last Updated By’ user’s name would not be updated accurately.  The result was that the Order Data form’s ‘Last Updated’ information was not accurate.  

This change corrected these this issue so that when the Active field is updated, the Order Data form’s Last Updated By information would be correctly updated with the name of the person who made the update.  The screenshot in Figure 6 identifies the Last Updated By field that is affected by this change.
