3.3 Change Description

This enhancement removes a previous business rule to enable users to submit the Invoice Data form with a negative value in the line item price field.  The red circled area in Figure 1 identifies the line item price field where negative values are now allowed.

· OASIS SB

Users that enter or edit data on orders where the contract does not have functional area data are not required to select a functional area.
The red circled area in Figure 2 displays the validation message that appears when a user attempts to submit an order with no functional area selected, but a functional area exists for the contract.

In addition, this enhancement adds the following static text on the form: ‘Enter the single, primary Place of Performance City, State, and Country.’

Note: the Location field is not editable by an Agency OCO or GSA OCO, therefore, if Location data is absent from an order and users with the Agency OCO or GSA OCO role edits the order, this new required field validation message will not appear.  The field validation message will appear GSA GWAC Admin and GSA Contractor users.

The red arrows in Figure 3 identify the new validation messages that appear when a user attempts to submit an order without Receiving Agency, Receiving Bureau, Location, Place of Performance City, Place of Performance State, or Place of Performance Country.  Also displayed is the new static text above the Place of Performance fields.
