The purpose of this release is to implement a set of enhancements that were identified during the CPRM prioritization sessions.  The release also includes a couple defect corrections and an update to accounting codes for CPRM Reconciliation.

Change Description
This change enhances the CPRM Order Data form by adding several additional fields and logic such that the Issuing Agency and Issuing Bureau data is associated directly to the order in CPRM. Furthermore, the new Issuing Agency and Issuing Bureau fields are mandatory fields on the Order Data form.  
The Issuing Agency and Issuing Bureau fields are populated with selection options based on the user’s entry in the Ordering Contracting Officer field.  The new fields are shown and described in Figure 1.  The Ordering Contracting Officer (OCO) field enables users to enter either the name of the OCO who signed their task order award, or to enter the email address for the OCO.  The form will perform as follows:
· If the user enters the OCO name and the system finds a match to an existing, registered OCO user, then the system will update the form with the OCO’s Organization, Issuing Agency, and Issuing Bureau data in the fields below the Ordering Contracting Officer field.  
· If the selected OCO is associated to more than one organization, then the system will enable the user to select a single organization which will then auto-populate the Issuing Agency and Issuing Bureau fields with the data associated to the selected organization.
· If the user enters an email address, then the system will not enable the Organization field and will populate the Issuing Agency field with all possible agency options.  Once the user selects a single Issuing Agency, then the system will populate the Issuing Bureau field with all possible bureaus associated to the selected agency.

In addition, this enhancement adds a new feature to enable users to copy the Issuing Agency and Issuing Bureau selections to the Receiving Agency and Receiving Bureau fields.  The user has the option to click a ‘Yes’ checkbox to copy the data.
With this change the CPRM Search for Order Data page will display the Issuing Agency associated to the order in the Agency column of the table, as illustrated in Figure 2.

Change Description
This change enhances the CPRM by updating the ITSS Assisted Services Trigger which is the mechanism for pushing task order award data from ITSS to CPRM when orders and order modifications are signed in ITSS.

In particular, the ITSS Assisted Services Trigger will populate additional fields in CPRM when an order is awarded in ITSS, as follows:
· Estimated Ultimate Completion Date: The Estimated Ultimate Completion Date is populated with the POP End Date.  When an order modification is awarded, if the existing Estimated Ultimate Completion Date is earlier than the new POP End Date, then the Estimated Ultimate Completion date is updated to the new POP End Date.
· Functional Area:  If the task order’s contract is associated to a single functional area, then the order will be populated with that functional area.
· Number of Bids: The Number of Bids field is populated from the number of bids identified in the ITSS order package.
· Predominant Contract Type: The Predominant Contract Type is populated from the Contract Type field in the ITSS order package.
· Predominant Order NAICS Code field: If the task order’s contract is associated to a single functional area, and if that functional area is associated to a single NAICS code, then the order will be populated with that NAICS code.
· Sourcing / Method of Award: If the task order’s solicitation is conducted in ITSS or e-Buy, then the Sourcing / Method of Award field will be populated with ‘ITSS’ or ’e-Buy’, respectively.  Otherwise, the field will be populated with ‘Other’.
· Total Estimated Value: For an original award, the Total Estimated Value is populated with the Total Funded Amount on the task order. 
· Note: existing functionality for populating the Total Estimated Value when an order mod is awarded is unchanged.

Change Description
This change enhances the CPRM by updating a nightly, scheduled job that updates the ‘Active’ setting on the CPRM Order.  Prior to this enhancement, the system would set the Active Flag to ‘No’ when the current date is outside of the order’s Period of Performance time frame.  With this enhancement, the system also updates the Active Flag to ‘Yes’ when the current date is within the order’s Period of Performance.

Change Description
This change enhances the CPRM CAF Rates form by adding a new CAF Rate rule option to create a rule for a specific contract family – agency pair.  
As illustrated in Figure 3, the new Agency rule type enables a GSA CPRM ADMIN, PCO or QA user to define a CAF Rate rule by selecting the following attributes:
· Contract Family (one or more may be selected)
· Agency
· Issuing Agency and/or Receiving Agency
· Rate Percent
· Maximum Payment Amount or Unlimited checkbox
· Date Range for which the rule applies:
· Explicit Date range whereby start and end dates are provided.
· Implicit Date range whereby the rule can be defined for an order’s period of performance year.
· Date Range Intersection. If an explicit date range is selected, then the rule can be defined for the method the rule’s date range will intersect with an order’s period of performance. The options are:
· Intersect with ‘Order’s Period of Performance’. In this case, if the order’s period of performance overlaps with the rule’s date range, the rule will be applied to the order for the timeframe where the rule’s date range intersects with the order’s period of performance.
· Intersect with ‘Order’s POP Start Date’.  In this case, if the order’s POP Start Date falls within the rules date range, then the rule will be applied to the order for the entire life of the order’s period of performance.

Furthermore, when the Agency rate rule is applied to an order, it will be presented on the Order Data form in the first CAF Payment Data table, as depicted in the example in Figure 5.  
Note the red-circled fields in the image below.  These order fields are used to match against possible CAF Rate rules.  Since there is a match to a specific Agency rule, the rule is applied to the order.  The Estimated CAF Amount (EST CAF Amount) presented in the Invoice Data table is a calculated value based on the Agency rate rule presented in the CAF Payment Data table.

Change Description
Previously, if a CPRM ADMIN user attempted to edit an existing CAF Payment Data form on behalf of a vendor and if there was another CAF Payment Data form with the same Voucher Number anywhere in the system, the system would incorrectly present the hard validation message indicating that the form could not be submitted with a duplicate voucher number.  
This change updated the validation logic such that it would not be presented to a CPRM ADMIN or CPRM QA user when editing a CAF Payment Data form.

Change Description
Previously, if a Contractor user attempted to edit an existing, pending CAF Payment Data form and wished to add a new order to the CAF Allocation table by using the ‘Add’ button, the system would incorrectly present a red validation message indicating ‘Invalid Order’ even when the order was actually a valid order.  
This change updated the validation logic such that Contractor users will be allowed to add valid orders to the CAF Allocation tables on existing, pending CAF Payment Data forms.
