The purpose of this release is to consolidate the functionality from the GWAC Management Module (GMM) and OASIS Management Module (OMM) into a single capability to serve the needs of the GWAC, Connections II and OASIS Program Offices.  The new consolidated system will be named the Contract Payment Reporting Module (CPRM). In addition, the updated system is positioned to meet the needs of future program offices who may wish to use the tool.  

Users with access to the GMM and OMM will automatically have access to the CPRM. The user access role name is updated from ‘GWAC’ to ‘CPRM’ and discussed in this document.

This new name change and removal of GWAC and OASIS static text enables the system to be used by a wider audience. The consolidation effort affects all pages in the system.

The GWAC and OASIS tabs have been replaced with the CPRM tab.  The individual GWAC Management Module and OASIS Management Module Welcome pages have been replaced with the Contract Payment Reporting Module (CPRM) Welcome page.  Furthermore, the CPRM Welcome page includes the following updates, as depicted in Figure 1:
New CPRM tab.
Action Items table includes the Contract Family column for all users. All action items related to the CPRM will appear in this list.
The Welcome portlet identifies the ‘Contract Payment Reporting Module’.
The Directory links are updated to include all programs that use the system.
The Reports portlet is moved to the top of the right-hand column.
New Training portlet.

The CPRM system pages all display the ‘Contract Payment Reporting Module’ header rather than the ‘GWAC Management Module’ or ‘OASIS Management Module’ headers.  The new page header is illustrated in Figure 2.

[bookmark: _Toc395183324]CPRM Search Pages
The CPRM Search pages have been updated to support searches for GWAC, Connections and OASIS data.  In addition, database optimizations have been included to improve system performance in returning search results.  
Client and Contractor users will continue to view default data in the search results table upon navigating to the page, in accordance with current functionality on the GMM pages, since these individual datasets are much The following pages have been updated:
Search for Order Data (all users)
Search for CAF Payment Data (Contractor and GSA users only)

[bookmark: _Toc395183325]CPRM Order Data Form Updates
The CPRM Order Data form consolidates the functionality on the GMM Order Data form and the OMM Order Data form to a single form. The first 5 fields have been re-ordered so that the Contract Number field is entered first rather than the Order Number, as has been the case in the past.  
Functionality on the form is now driven by the Contract Number field selection.
The Contract Number field is populated with contracts that the user has access to via their registration profile or via other legacy settings from the GMM.  Upon selecting a contract, the Contract Family and Contractor Company fields will automatically populate. 
If the Contract is from the GWAC or Connections Program Office such as STARS II, Alliant, or Connections II, the Order Description field will be a text box for free text entry.  If the Contract is from the OASIS Program office, the Order Description field will be a multi-select list. 
If the Contract is from the GWAC or Connections Program Office such as STARS II, Alliant, or Connections II, the Work Type field will be presented on the form. If the contract is from the OASIS Program Office, the Work Type field will be suppressed and instead the Predominant Order NAICS Code field will be presented.

Additionally, the Contract Number field on the Order Data form will not be editable by a Contractor user on existing orders once at least one invoice has been submitted for an order.

[bookmark: _Toc395183326]CPRM Invoice Data Form Updates
The CPRM Invoice Data form consolidates the functionality on the GMM Invoice Data form and the OMM Invoice Data form to a single form. 
Functionality on the form is now driven by the Order Number field selection.  
If the user accesses the form from the Order Data form, then the Order Number is a read-only field in accordance with previous functionality.  If the Contractor user accesses the form from the Invoice Data menu, then the Order Number field is populated with orders that the user has access to in the system.  Upon selecting an order, the Type field in the line item table will automatically populate with appropriate options for the order’s contract. 
If the order is an OASIS or OASIS Small Business order, then the form will enforce the rule that each invoice must have at least two line items and one of those line items must be Contract Access Fee (CAF) type.  If the invoice is for any other type of order, then this rule does not apply.
All other form validations from the GMM system are active on the Invoice Data form with no changes from existing functionality.

Rules applicable on the Invoice Data form are replicated on invoices uploaded to the system using the Upload Package feature.

[bookmark: _Toc395183327]CPRM Email Notifications
The existing automatic email notifications that had been generated by the GMM have been updated for the CPRM system. These email notifications are triggered by different activities within the CPRM and are sent to GSA CPRM Procuring Contracting Officers (PCOs) only, at this time.  If a contact family does not have a PCO specified in the system, the AASBS Helpdesk is alerted to the undelivered email notification. Table 1 describes each auto-generated email notification.

[bookmark: _Toc395183329]ASSIST Registration Updates for CPRM
The ASSIST Registration system provides the mechanism for users to request new user accounts or to request access to the CPRM by updating their existing user accounts in the same way as it supported the GMM and OMM.  The ASSIST Registration system has been updated to reflect the new ‘CPRM’ name instead of the previous ‘GWAC’ label.

New workflow on the CAF Payment Data form only.
[bookmark: _Toc395183334]Change Description
This change enhances the CAF Payment Data form by adding a new Contract Family dropdown field and by enforcing a new business rule for Contractor users: a CAF Payment may only include fee for task orders awarded on contracts in a single contract family.  Previously, the GMM and OMM allowed users to combine task orders awarded on different contracts, different contract families into a single CAF Payment.  By enforcing the rule that a single CAF Payment must be for a single contract family, tracking CAF remittances is greatly improved.  

For example, if your company has been awarded the following two contracts: one from OASIS and one from Alliant, then you have contracts in two different contract families.  If your company has been awarded task orders on each of these contracts, then you must remit CAF for each contract family in two separate CAF Payments. You may make a CAF payment for all your OASIS task orders and a separate CAF Payment for all your Alliant task orders.  In the CPRM, you may not create a single CAF Payment Data form and co-mingle the OASIS and Alliant task orders onto one single payment. 

Figure 8 provides a screenshot of the CPRM CAF Payment Data form highlighting the new Contract Family field. The Contract Family dropdown is populated with the contract families associated to contracts the user has access to in the CPRM.  Upon selecting a contract family, the system will populate the CAF Payment Allocation table with related task orders for which there is invoice data entered and which are not closed out.

This enhancement enables the user to select from a limited list of options on the Order Data form, Predominant Contract Type field if the selected contract is in the Connections II (CNXII) contract family.  This change will improve data quality for Connections II task orders entered into the system.  There is no change to the selection options for orders on contracts that are not in the CNXII contract family.

The Predominant Contract Type options available to CNXII orders are:
Firm Fixed Price
Time and Materials

Fixed Price Redetermination
