2.0 Task Requirements

2.1 Purpose 
Maintenance Release - The main purpose for this release is to improve quality and performance in the Governmentwide Acquisition Contracts Management Module (GWAC MM) through change requests described in this document.
3.0 GWAC MM Changes

3.1 CHG82084 – Change to GWAC Invoice Data Line Item ‘Type’ Select List
3.1.1 User Impact

3.1.2 Impact to Workflow

No impact to workflow.
3.1.3 Change Description

Previously, when a user elected to add new Invoice Data, the system displayed the set of Contract Line Item ‘Type’ selection options applicable to their task order’s contract family. However, when a user chose to edit an existing Invoice Data record, the system displayed the entire list of all Contract Line Item ‘Type’ options regardless of the task order’s contract family. 

With this change, the GWAC MM will now display the Contract Line Item ‘Type’ selection options applicable to the task order’s contract family whether the user is adding new invoice data or editing existing invoice data.

The red-boxed area in Figure 1 displays an example of the ‘Type’ selections for an order on the Invoice Data form.

3.2 CHG83151 – Expand Field Size for Voucher and Company Search Criteria 
3.2.1 User Impact

3.2.2 Impact to Workflow

3.2.3 Change Description

Previously, the GWAC Search for CAF Payment page accepted only 6 characters for Voucher Number and 15 characters for the Company name.  The length of both fields were insufficient to enter the entire voucher number or company name, respectively.  

With the implementation of this change, the size of the search fields has been increased to 100 characters for the Voucher Number and 75 characters for the Company name.

The red-circled area in Figure 2 identifies the two fields, Voucher Number and Company, where the size has been expanded.

3.3 CHG83467 – Remove Deleted CAF Allocations from GWAC Order Data

3.3.2 Impact to Workflow

3.3.3 Change Description

Previously, when viewing the CAF Payment Data table on the Order Data page for a particular order, the system displayed deleted CAF Payments for that order, as well as displaying accurate CAF Payment data. 
With this change, the deleted CAF Payments will no longer be displayed in the table. The red-circled area in Figure 3 identifies the table on the Order Data form that will no longer display rows for CAF Payments that have been deleted for the order.

3.4.3 Change Description

Previously, the data presented in the CAF Payment Data table at the bottom of the Order Data form was not presented in a default sort order.
With this change, the data in the CAF Payment Data table on the Order Data form will be sorted, descending by the Remit Date.  For example, the CAF Payment Data record with the latest Remit Date will appear at the top of the list and the CAF Payment Data record with the oldest Remit Date will appear at the end of the list. The annotated screenshot in Figure 4 illustrates the new sort order on the CAF Payment Data table.

3.5 CHG83805 – New Validation to Prevent Negative Total CAF Voucher Amounts
3.5.1 User Impact

3.5.2 Impact to Workflow

3.5.3 Change Description

Previously, if a user attempted to enter a negative value for the Total CAF Payment Amount on the CAF Payment Data form, the system did not prevent the action. 

With this change, the system will prevent a user from entering a Total CAF Payment Amount that is less than $0.00.  Figure 5 illustrates the CAF Payment Amount field that must be equal to or greater than $0.00.  It should be noted however, that amounts allocated to individual order numbers in the CAF Payment Allocations table may still be negative amounts.

3.6.3 Change Description

Previously, for some users, the CAF Payment Allocations table on the CAF Payment Data form did not populate all the task orders that the user was associated to. 

With this change, the system will populate the CAF Payment Data form, CAF Payment Allocations table will all task orders associated to the user.  Figure 6 depicts the CAF Payment Allocations table that will be populated correctly.

3.7 CHG84197 – Improve Invoice Data Package Upload Validation Messages
3.7.1 User Impact

3.7.2 Impact to Workflow

No impact to workflow.
3.7.3 Change Description

Previously, if a user attempted to use the Package Upload feature on the Invoice Data page and inadvertently uploaded an invoice that is a duplicate of an existing invoice in for an order, the system would not display a warning message on the Invoice Data Package Upload Summary page.  However, the system would reject the upload upon final submission without providing a meaningful message.   
With the implementation of this change, the system will identify duplicate invoice data on the Invoice Data Package Upload Summary page prior to final submission to alert the user about the unallowable data.
The red-circled area in Figure 7 identifies the new validation message that will be displayed when a duplicate invoice is encountered.

3.8 CHG84811 – Enable DPA Certificate to Open
3.8.1 User Impact

3.8.3 Change Description

Previously, when the DPA Certificate PDF icon on the Delegations page was clicked, the system would be unable to open the attachment in Adobe Reader.  The user would receive an error indicating that “Adobe Reader could not open ‘DPACertificate.pdf’ because it is either not a supported file type or because the file had been damaged…”

With this change, the DPA Certificate PDF may now be successfully viewed in Adobe Reader when clicking on the PDF icon link. The red-circled area in Figure 8 identifies the DPA Certificate PDF icon that may now be successfully opened when clicking the icon.

4.1 CHG85132 – Set Funding Window to Open in new Browser Window 
4.1.1 User Impact

4.1.3 Change Description.

Previously, the system was configured to open the Funding application in the same browser window as the AASBS Portal.  This was inconvenient for users who were accustomed to having a separate window open to display Funding data while they could continue to work in the original browser window. 
This change re-instates the functionality so that when the user clicks on the Funding menu option, a new browser window opens to display the Funding application.
