Introduction

The following Release Notes describe content to be delivered through an enhancement to the Regional Business Application (RBA) software. 
Purpose

The main purpose of this release is to enhance the Government-Wide Acquisition Contracts Management Module (GWAC MM) with additional Contractor Access Fee (CAF) rate options for GWAC Center Users.  The enhancement will be implemented through the following Change Requests:
· CHG36850 – Enhancement to Date Range for Contract Family CAF Rates

· CHG38549 – Update to GWAC_CAF_RATES table

2 updates included in GWAC
This section provides details on updates implemented in the GWAC Management Module.
2.1 CHG36850 - Enhancement to Date Range for Contract Family CAF Rates 
GWAC Center users now have the ability to denote on Contract Family level CAF Rates (Rule Type = Contract Family) whether the previously existing option of Contract Family-based Period of Performance (POP) Date Range is being used, or a new option, that is dependent on a specific order’s POP Date Range.
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CAF Payment Rate

This information represents the “rules" that are to be applied when computing/projecting the amount of Contract Access Fee (CAF) for any given task order. Generally, this
information will be tracked here and then used to generate reports. Therefore, you must keep in mind when constructing those reports to consider things such as loaded
ratesicharges and excluded CLINs.
This form provides the flexibility to accommodate many varying CAF scenarios, although many of them will rarely be used. The “scope" of each CAF rule may be applied to a
contract family, a specific contract, or a specific order each preceding the previous. In other words, if there is a CAF rule applied to a specific task order, that rule would
take precedence over any rule applied to the contract for the Industry Partner Awardee and any rule applied to the associated contract family for any given period of
performance. There also cannot be CAF rules with the same scope that have overlapping effective date ranges.

For each Contract Family CAF Rate with an order-specific POP, GWAC Center users shall have the ability to specify the year of the Order’s POP for which the CAF Rate applies.  For example: year 1, 2, 3, etc.  
Items of note for this change:

· The MM/DD of the applicable CAF Rate POP From date shall always be equal to the MM/DD of the Order’s POP.

· The MM/DD of the applicable CAF Rate POP To date shall always be one day prior to MM/DD of the Order’s POP.

· If the applicable Date Range for a Contract Family Rate with order-specific POP dates does not begin until after an order’s POP To date, then that particular CAF Rate will not apply to the Order. 

· GWAC MM shall calculate an applicable Date Range per order, for all orders with an applicable Contract Family Rate and order-specific POP dates. Therefore, each order may have a different applicable Date Range, since each order may have a different POP.
· GWAC MM shall take leap years into account when calculating the applicable Date Range for Contract Family Rates with order-specific POP dates.

· The setting of the default option for new CAF Rates and all previously existing Contract Family CAF Rates will be to use the Contract Family CAF Rate Date Range.

· The CAF Rates search view shall display "Order Specific (Year X)", where X is the number of the POP year, in the "Date Range" column for all Contract Family CAF Rates that are using an order-specific POP Date Range:

· GWAC MM shall validate that all Contract Family CAF rates for a given contract family are of the same date “type” (either using the Contract Family CAF Rate Date Range option or using the new Date Range based on each order’s POP).  Once a CAF rate has been created for a specific Contract Family, all subsequent CAF rates for that Contract Family, at the Contract Family level, must be of the same Date Range type or the following validation message shall be displayed in red text to the user upon submission of the new CAF rate:

3 UPDATES INCLUDED IN CODB

This section provides detail on updates to the RBA Common Oracle Database (CODB).


3.1 CHG38549 - Update to GWAC_CAF_RATES Table
In order to accommodate CHG36850 (Enhancement to Date Range for Contract Family CAF Rates), changes were made to the existing GWAC_CAF_RATES table in the CODB:

· A new column:  ORDER_YEAR has been added to store the year number of an Order's period of performance to which CAF rates apply. This applies to all orders under the associated Contract Family. 

· The CAF Rate Start Date and CAF Rate End Date (RATE_START_DATE and RATE_END_DATE) constraints have been modified to allow for null values when the new column ORDER_YEAR is populated with a value. Previously, null values were not allowed for these two data columns.
