Change Description
This change enhances the CPRM by adding a new soft validation rule to encourage users to verify data entered on the Order Mod Data form is as accurate as possible based on the type of modification selected.  The user has the option to bypass the soft validation. The validation will be displayed upon clicking the submit button in accordance with the rules below:

· Verify that the value in Estimated Ultimate Completion Date is different from existing stored value for the Estimated Ultimate Completion Date.

	The system presents the following messages without checking any conditions:
· “Verify the Total Obligated/Funded Amount accurately reflects the order’s awarded value, not including un-exercised options.  If not, enter the increase/decrease amount in the Mod Obligated/Funded Amount form field.”
· “Verify the Period of Performance End Date accurately reflects the order’s overall end date based on exercised options only.  If not, enter the correct POP End Date in the Period of Performance End Date form field.”
· “Verify the Estimated Ultimate Completion Date accurately reflects the order’s potential completion date including un-exercised options.  If not, enter the correct date in the Estimated Ultimate Completion Date form field.”



Figure 1 presents a screenshot of this validation message. The user has the option to click OK to bypass the message and continue to save their entries or to click ‘Cancel’ to return to the form, edit their entries, and submit again.

When the user navigates to a CAF Payment Data form to view the voucher detail when the form is in ‘Pending’ status and there is no Pay.gov payment associated to it, then the system will present the ‘Delete’ button, as shown in Figure 2.

Change Description
The Assisted Services Trigger is the interface between the IT Solutions Shop (ITSS) and the Contract Payment Reporting Module (CPRM).  If a task order award is on a contract supported by the CPRM and when that award document is signed by a contracting officer in ITSS, then data from the ITSS award document is pushed over to CPRM.  
This enhancement adds logic to the Assisted Services Trigger to check if the ITSS awarded order is associated to another awarded ITSS order on the same contract.  If so, the ITSS system will include the parent order number with the awarded order data to CPRM to populate the order-suborder data elements.

Change Description
This change enhances the CPRM by adding a new CPRM Quality Assurance (CPRM QA) user role to the options available to GSA users.  Also, this change updates the CPRM role formerly entitled ‘CPRM Auditor’ to the new name: ‘CPRM Read-only’.  
The new CPRM QA role enables a GSA user to utilize the CPRM features needed to conduct quality assurance and program analyst activities for specific contract families. The CPRM Read-only role has no change to the CPRM features previously available under the name ‘CPRM Auditor’, however, the CPRM Read-only role has been updated so that access to data is limited to specific contract families. 
A user may be approved for both CPRM QA and CPRM Read-only roles in their user account, but will be required to select different contract families in CPRM for each role.  For example, a GSA user who has both CPRM QA and CPRM Read-only roles may be assigned to ContractFamily1 as CPRM QA and ContractFamily2 as CPRM Read-only. Therefore, they can perform the QA functions for data associated to ContractFamily1 and have read-only access to data associated to ContractFamily2.
CPRM user roles will continue to be requested and managed using the ASSIST Registration system and the new feature to limit access to data by contract family will be managed within the CPRM system.
ASSIST Registration Updates
The new CPRM QA role will appear on the ASSIST Registration, GSA User Registration form and also on the GSA user Organization and Roles form, as shown in Figure 3. A new business rule has been implemented to enforce that only the following role combinations will be allowed:
· CPRM QA and CPRM Read-only 
· CPRM ADMIN and CPRM PCO

CPRM Updates
The CPRM menu has a new menu option labeled ‘CPRM Management’ with a single sub-menu option for ‘User Contract Family Assignments’.  This new menu option is visible to CPRM users with CPRM ADMIN, CPRM QA and CPRM Read-only roles, as illustrated in Figure 4.

By selecting the sub-menu option ‘User Contract Family Assignments’ the system will display the new Search for User Contract Family Assignments page.
The Search for Contract Family Assignments page enables the CPRM QA or CPRM Read-only user to view their own assignments to Contract Families.  Using this page, a CPRM QA or CPRM Read-only user can reject their own Pending or Approved contract family access or can click the Add button to access the Add Contract Family Assignments form.
The Search for Contract Family Assignments page enables the CPRM ADMIN user to view all contract family assignments for all CPRM QA and CPRM Read-only users.  Upon accessing the page, all Pending contract family assignments are visible in the table.  It also provides the ability to approve or reject Pending contract family assignments or to reject existing Approved contract family assignments.  Additionally, a CPRM ADMIN user has access to the Add button to access the Add Contract Family Assignments form.
The Search for User Contract Family Assignments page enables the user to: search for specific data by using the search mechanism at the top of the form, to increase the number or records displayed in the table, to sort the table contents by clicking a column heading, or to paginate through data in the table.  These features are illustrated in Figure 5.

Figure 6 illustrates how to use the Search for Contract Family Assignment page to change the Status of an assignment for a user. Using the table, the user will identify a row where they wish to change the Status setting.  In that row, double-clicking on the existing Status setting will prompt the system to make the field editable.  Once the field is editable, the user may select a new status and the system will present a confirmation box.  The user will click ‘OK’ to accept the new status or ‘Cancel’ to cancel the change.  Upon clicking ‘OK’ the change will be made.

Upon selecting ‘Approved’ or ‘Rejected’ on a contract family assignment, the system will automatically send an email to the CPRM QA or CPRM Read-only user to alert them to their updated access privileges, and will send a copy to the user who approved the email.  An example of the email notification is shown in Figure 7.

By clicking the ‘Add’ button on the Search for User Contract Family Assignments page, the system will present the Add Contract Family Assignments form.  This form functions differently depending on whether the logged-in user has the CPRM ADMIN role or has the CPRM QA or Read-only role.
The Add Contract Family Assignments form enables a CPRM ADMIN user to automatically add and approve access to a new contract family on behalf of a CPRM QA or CPRM Read-only user in one submission.  Figure 8 is annotated to show how this form functions for a CPRM ADMIN user.  Upon making selections on the form fields and clicking the submit button, the system will send an email notification to the CPRM QA or Read-only user associated to the approved contract famil(ies) to alert them about the approval.  The status of the assignment(s) will be set to ‘Approved’.

The Contract Family Assignment form enables a CPRM QA or CPRM Read-only user to request access to a new contract family.  Figure 9 is annotated to show how this form functions for a CPRM QA or CPRM Read-only user.  Upon clicking the submit button on the form, the system will send an email notification to the CPRM ADMIN user(s) associated to the requested contract famil(ies) to alert them about the request, as shown in Figure 10.  The status of the request will be ‘Pending’ until a CPRM ADMIN user approves or rejects the access request.

A user whose user account is approved with the new CPRM QA role will be able to view and interact with data only for assigned, approved contract families and will have access to the following CPRM features:
· CAF Rates – Search, View, Add, Edit
· CAF Payment Data – Search, View-only
· Order Data, Order Mod Data, Supporting Order Data – Search, View, Add, Edit
· Invoice Data, Zero Invoice Data – View, Add, Edit
· Contract Family Assignments – View, Request, Reject
If a CPRM QA or CPRM Read-only user has their role approved, but lacks at least one approved contract family assignment in CPRM, the user will be able to login and access the above features, but will not be able to see any data.  A user in this position will only be able to use the Contract Family Assignment feature to request a new assignment to a Contract Family.

This email is being discontinued due to its frequent erroneously triggering of non-compliance when in fact the contracting officer held a delegation of authority under a different user account.  This particular email notification was viewed more as a nuisance than a benefit.
