2.0 Task Requirements

2.1 Purpose 
The main purpose for this release is to deliver enhanced functionality in the (NBA) Tracking and Ordering System (TOS), through the change requests described in this document.
3.0 Change requests for NBA
3.1 CHG81604 – Update CPARS Email Recipients to send to Acquisition Group Manager
Previously, the system incorrectly sent copies of the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) notification emails to the Project Manager and to the Group Manager for the related order.  The notifications should have been sent to the Project Manager for the order and the Acquisition Group Manager (taken from the OMIS tables). 
3.1.1 User Impact

With this change, the correct TOS Acquisition Group Managers receive the emails.  Prior to implementing this change, the TOS Acquisition Group Managers were not receiving the email notifications.  For that reason, it was difficult for them to perform the appropriate oversight actions to ensure that the CPARS reporting was accomplished in a timely fashion.
3.1.2 Impact to Workflow

With this change, workflow will be more efficient. Prior to implementing this change, the lack of notification to the Acquisition Group Managers made it necessary for them to perform time-consuming tracking activities to ensure completion of the CPARS reporting.
3.1.3 Change Description

The CPARS email notifications have been updated to send email copies to the Acquisition Group Manager rather than the Group Manager selected for the order.  As the Group Managers selected for the order are not necessarily updated when the Acquisition Group Manager changes, this will ensure that the current Acquisition Group Manager is aware of CPARS notifications.
3.2 CHG83421 – Display Attachment Links in ‘My Active Orders by Procurement Request Number’

Previously, when a TOS user reviewed the award document in the ‘My Active Orders by Procurement Request Number’ view, the system did not display the attachments in the ‘Contract Sections and Attachments’ area of the document.

However, if the award document was reviewed in the “All Active Orders by Procurement Request Number’ view, the system did display the attachments in the ‘Contract Sections and Attachments’ area of the document.

3.2.1 User Impact

With this change, the TOS user has access to the attachment in ‘My Active Orders…’ view. Previously, if the TOS user first looked in the ‘My Active Orders by Procurement Request Number’ view, they may have been confused by the lack of attachments.  They may have expended unnecessary time and effort searching for attachments to the award document in a different view or actually attempting to locate the necessary attachment(s).
3.2.2 Impact to Workflow

With this change, the workflow is more efficient.  Previously, the failure of the view to display the attachments may have interrupted the user’s workflow by requiring them to search for the needed attachments or to unnecessarily change documents to locate them.
3.2.3 Change Description
The TOS ‘My Active Orders by Procurement Request Number’ view has been updated and the system now displays the attachments in both views.
3.3 CHG86720 – Display correct Group information on TOS ‘Point of Contact‘ Document
Previously, if a TOS user selected the ‘Change Group’ function in the ‘Point of Contact’ document, and selected either of the Enterprise Groups (Figure 3 below), the system populated the fields with ‘Undefined” as shown in Figure 4 below.

3.3.1 User Impact

With this change, the issue is corrected and users are able to successfully validate their order.  Previously, users were unable to validate the order package properly when the Enterprise Groups were selected and the Group Information was populated with ‘undefined’
3.3.2 Impact to Workflow

With this change, workflow is unimpeded when Enterprise Groups are selected.  Prior to this change, workflow was stopped when the user attempted to ‘validate’ the order package.
3.3.3 Change Description
The system will now correctly populate the ‘Group Information’ when the user changes the selected group.
